Medical Emergency Procedures
Sudden Illness/Life Threatening Emergency

Any staff member or volunteer encountering a medical emergency should call for assistance if needed from another member and monitor the situation until completion.   

Assess the status of the injured or ill person.  For example, check for pulse, breathing, airway obstruction and bleeding.

If paramedics are needed, instruct the assisting person to call 911 (the 911 operator is capable of giving CPR and first aid instructions over the phone).  An assisting person should wait at the main entrance to direct emergency personnel to the location of the injured person.

The attending person should administer CPR and/or first aid as appropriate.  First aid supplies are located in the main kitchen and member workroom.

If responsive, ask injured person if you can notify anyone for him/her and if appropriate, do so.

In all instances where the injury was caused by an accident on church property or at an off-site church-sponsored event, complete an incident report (available in the member workroom) and turn it in to the Administrator.  Get complete information from the injured person and all witnesses. 

Minor Medical Emergencies
Minor medical emergencies include such things as sprains, strains, cuts, abrasions, etc.  Minor medical emergencies do not pose a threat to the life of the injured nor do they require immediate professional medical attention.

Attempt to calm the injured person and ask questions to determine the nature and extent of the injury.

Move the injured person to a comfortable area for further treatment as long as movement poses no additional threat or injury.

Ask for assistance from a member with medical training if possible.

Administer first aid as appropriate.  First aid supplies are located in the southwest end upper cabinet in the member workroom or the drawer under the kitchen counter window in the main kitchen.  Determine if the injured person is capable of transporting self home or to a location for further treatment.  If incapable of transporting self, assist the injured person in making arrangements for transportation to the extent possible.

If further treatment is necessary, obtain the name and place the injured person intends to go.  Ask if the individual would like you to notify anyone about his or her situation. 

In all instances where the injury was caused by an accident on church property, complete an incident report (available in the member workroom) and turn it in to the Administrator.  Get complete information from the injured person and all witnesses.
