Medical Emergency Response Team

The Medical Emergency Response Team is responsible for responding to the needs of people with the love of God in times of medical emergency in church ministries.

The team will include Our Church members with professional expertise in various areas of health care.  These may include doctors, nurses, mental health professionals, firefighters, and other emergency medical technicians.

The team will be responsible for assisting the church in preparing for medical emergencies.  This will include:
1) Consulting with key ministry leaders for key events and off-site trips

2) Training key staff members, ministry coordinators and ushers through planning and practice to be ready to respond to a medical emergency until professional medical assistance arrives.
The team will also be responsible for assessing and maintaining basic equipment for medical responses.  This will include:

1) First aid kits strategically placed around the facility

2) Other equipment such as oxygen tanks and a defibrillator

The team will be responsible for the written plan that addresses how we will respond to a medical emergency.
The team will identify potential medical emergencies and be ready to respond to them in a way that will bring hope and help to those who need it until professional medical assistance arrives.

The team will communicate regularly with employees and members before, during and after an incident.

The team will communicate with the congregation regarding medical emergency plans and procedures.
