MISCELLANEOUS ADMINISTRATIVE POLICIES

Severe Weather Policy:

Cancellation of events may occur due to severe weather such as winter storm warnings, blizzard warnings, and tornado watches and warnings.

· If a tornado watch or warning is in effect continuing one hour before any church function, that event will be cancelled.  (Publish in bulletin 1st Sunday in April)

· If a severe winter storm warning or blizzard warning is in effect, that event may be cancelled.  Please call the person in charge of the event to confirm that the event is being cancelled. 

Bulletin Policy:

We will not announce in our bulletin, programs or concerts which conflict with our time of worship.

Exchange of Money on Sunday

In keeping with the spirit of the fourth commandment, the council encourages the organizations of the church to reserve Sunday for worship and fellowship activities, and to use other days of the week for activities involving fund-raising, payment for services, and exchange of merchandise.
The intent of this statement is to avoid tables set up in the church on Sunday to collect funds but left it to individual consciences from there on any individual exchanges at church. 

Distribution of Material in Mailboxes

Church mailboxes may be used for in-house and denominational ministries communication. Distribution of information and material from non-Our Church or non-denominational groups from outside the congregation must have the approval of the Administration Committee.
