Our Church

Advantage of Donating Stock
Consider giving shares of stock, mutual funds or other securities to financially support Our Church.  If you have owned these assets for a year or more, and they have increased in value, the IRS allows a significant tax advantage, as the following example will indicate.

A member is considering three different options for giving a $10,000 gift to Our Church: 1) donating cash, or 2) selling stock, then donating the proceeds, or 3) donating stock.  Assume the member bought 50 shares of XYZ Corp in 1985 for $2,000 that is now worth $10,000.  Also assume that the member is in a 39.6% tax bracket.
