	Liturgy_Worship: Currently we have a worship ministry team who lay out our Sunday morning services in all aspects.  This means laying out the service themes and schedules in conjunction with the pastor several months in advance.  The church has two worship teams and are working toward introducing another worship leader. Our communion Sunday is once a month.    
	Worship_Services: Preservice involves a prayer time where we prayer in the library/prayer room to pray for the service and other concerns.  Anyone is welcome to attend.  Coffee is available and ready for those who come early to set up, for worship practice or for visitors from off the street. A regular worship service includes an opening song, the welcome, opening prayer, a worship set, congregational prayer, announcements, and dismissal of children and a brief coffee break to connect with others.  Following the break is a song to regather the congregation, a message, closing song, closing prayer and further fellowship. 

Our worship service is geared towards churched and unchurched people.





Coffee is on before the service at 10:00 AM.  The worship style is contemporary normally led by guitar.  The first 40 minutes is music, reflections, announcements and sometimes congregational prayer.  Then we have a 5 to 10 minute break when children go to Kid's Corner Sunday school. After the break, one more song is sung followed by the ~30 minute sermon.  Following the sermon another song is sung.   We conclude sometime between 11:30 AM and noon encouraging people to stay and fellowship. 
	Discipleship_Practices: Discipleship includes a children's program called King's Corner, which is our children's Sunday morning program for children preschool/Kindergarten, grades 1-5, and grades 6-9.  We have "Life" groups for adults or families. Most groups are in homes but some meet at the church.  Most groups are Bible studies and a few are prayer groups.  One group meets online.   Discipleship and Life groups is a critical area of development that we are seeking to intentionally develop further this year.

	CR_Accent: Given the rich diversity of our members coming from various church backgrounds, being "Christians of Reformed accent" means very little to most of the people.  Our focus is reaching those with no current church affiliation with solid Biblical teaching not on Reformed accent (ie: historic confessions and/or Abraham Kuyper).  Only three people have a CRC background but we are working towards strengthening and teaching the CRC distinctives, not overtly but through relationships, word and deed.  
 
We have Baptists, Evangelical Free, Presbyterian, United, Anglican, Roman Catholic, other and mixed backgrounds in our fellowship.  While some still hold to their denominational heritage, they attend our church for a variety of reasons. 
 
The nearest CRC is three hours north of us, Prince George.   Kamloops' Sahali Fellowship, an outreach church, is four hours south.  Classis BC Southeast meetings are five hours away in the Fraser Valley.

	Text5: The church began organically 22 years ago.  It was not conceived as a church plant from a mother church. It  morphed out of a men's Bible study.   
  
Partnering with CRC Home Missions as a church plant was a huge blessing in terms of support.  Mentoring, finances, guidance, and finding a home among a community of church planters was a huge step. It brought a sense of home and place of belonging.
 
After meeting in at least six different locations over fifteen years, we found a permanent home six years ago in a former department store.  We renovated it and the church now owns a church building debt free in the center of the city.
 
To witness congregants, who were formerly unchurched people, now find a home and leadership within our church is significant.  We've witnessed the hand of God.
 

	CulturalChallenges: We are living in a very secular culture and materialistic world. 
 
In today's culture, truth is subjective so the Christian beliefs that the Bible, God, Jesus, etc. are universal, eternal truths are ignored or rejected by current culture.
 
Life is busy.  Sunday is not a rest day for many, especially those with low income jobs.  Representative sports takes families out of town on weekends.  This often draws young families to suspend attending church for the season and not return.  
	Text6: The pastor participates in the local ministerial association.
 
As a church we participate in joint Good Friday services with the other evangelical churches.  We participate in prayer initiatives, responding to emergency community needs (fire response), joint Sunday school teacher training, and any other community needs made aware through the ministerial. 
 
Some people attend Cowboy Church when the biggest summer event, the Williams Lake Stampede, occurs.  
 
We join with others in supporting Lake of the Trees Bible Camp, and Christian Women's Breakfast.  

	Strengths_Gifts: Our church is hospitable, warm and accepting.  A recent survey revealed that people attend church mainly for the fellowship/community.  This was followed by their love of the preaching/teaching and Sunday experience.
 
Our church is a multi-ethnic community with diverse demographics and it is a good representation of our community.
 
Cariboo Community Church intentionally engages missionally in our community.  This is seen through monthly Good Food box deliveries, hosting 3 AA meetings on a weekly basis, a Monday drop in sewing night, and a strong network with other social agencies in town.
 
We have a good benevolent fund available to both attendees and the community.
 
It is noted recently that the members of the congregation are willing use God given gifts to volunteer in different areas of the church.
