PEOPLE:	O Lord, keep reminding us that each of us bears your image, and that all human life, both now and forever, is yours.

PEOPLE:	O Lord, keep us from abusing the bodies of others and disabling our own moral and spiritual muscle.

PEOPLE:	O Lord, do not let us be stingy, but make us your wise stewards. Help us to stop any from being disabled through poverty or neglect.
