Our Church

Offering Procedures
> Deacons take the collection.
> Deacons gather together and place the offering in a bank bag, locking the bag after the first offering.

> The offering is placed in the safe.  One Deacon has the key to the bag and a second deacon has the key to the locked safe.

> The second service offering is taken and placed in the bag.  The bag is locked with at least two deacons present.  The key to the bag is placed in a locked key box.

> The bags are immediately taken to the bank and deposited.

> A member of the counting committee picks up the bags from the bank and brings the locked bags to church.  This member does not have a key to the bank bag.
> Two members of the counting committee collect the lockbox key from the church secretary.  Two members unlock the lockbox and retrieve the keys to the deposit bags.  The bags are unlocked with at least two members of the counting committee present.  One person returns the lockbox key to the church secretary.

> After counting, the funds are placed in the locked deposit bag and returned to the bank for deposit.
