Our Church

Counting Team Criteria
Members of the counting committee will be selected by the recommendation from the Deacons. The committee will be a membership of at least 10. From the 10, we will form two Counting Teams. Each Counting Team will have 5 members. The Counting Teams will rotate every other month. (Rotation to be determined in conjunction with Deacons and Counting Committee).

Since the offerings will be securely stored on Sunday, the Counting Committee may choose to count at any time during the week (a regular, set time is highly encouraged). We ask that there be 3 families represented on a Counting Team (a married couple counts as one family) and that at least 3 families be present each week. There may be no other persons in the Resource Room during the counting of the offerings except for Counting Committee members. 

All members of the Counting Committee must sign a confidentiality agreement. The minimum term of a member of the Counting Committee is one year.
