Operation Manna (OM) Offering Sunday - Worship Suggestions 

 

For the designated Sunday, we encourage deacons and worship planners to find ways to 
enhance the offering time in order to help promote the work of Operation Manna. Here are 

some suggestions but feel free to find what will work best in your church! 
 

1) PRAYER: Please pray for the eight (8) Operation Manna partners, connected to churches 

like yours across Canada. Pray that they will be able to impact their communities with the 

love of Christ. Pray also for your own members, asking God to lead them into their own 

community and connect with people in Jesus’ name. This can be part of a congregational 

prayer or prayer of dedication at the offering time. 

 

2) THE WORSHIP SERVICE: Consider planning the worship service around the theme of 

“loving our neighbours” or “inviting the stranger in”, as displayed on this year’s OM 

brochure. We believe that God desires to work in us and through us to show His love to 

others. Some suggested bible verses or themes could be: Deuteronomy 10:19, Matthew 5:14-

16, Matthew 25:31-46, Matthew 28:16-20, John 20:21, Phil. 2:12-16. 

 

3) A STORY: Hearing from those directly involved with and impacted by an Operation 

Manna partner ministry can be very meaningful. Possible speakers could be: a past or 

present OM partner in your area; a DMC Board Member, an OM Committee Member. We 

suggest asking someone to share a story and testimony the week prior to the offering. 

 

4) BULLETIN ANNOUNCEMENTS: You will find some suggested bulletin announcements 

below. Please plan to use these and ask one of your deacons to verbally announce these 

during the services leading up to the offering.
