	Liturgy_Worship: Liturgies are planned in conjunction with the Music Director; Elders and other members currently contribute to sections of the liturgy (such as confession or prayer of the people). Members read scripture, usually for Confession.  Music is lead by the Music Director with other worship leaders singing or playing instruments.  Worship Committee participates in planning for church seasons and celebrations.
Two members of our congregation have been appointed as Worship Elders who can preside over weekly Communion.
	Worship_Services: Worship at Willowdale CRC follows a traditional format, but with a blended style.  There is regular participation by members of the congregation.  Music is from both contemporary and traditional sources. 
Communion is currently celebrated each Sunday.  
Recently, the Farsi language has been incorporated in some elements of worship to enfold newcomers in worship.
Effective March 2020 Willowdale began worshiping on Zoom and will continue via Zoom until Public Health allows for in person worship again.  Attendance via Zoom has been growing over time.

	CR_Accent: At Willowdale we recognize that we are called into a faith tradition giving attention to Kingdom of God callings; which include Christian traditions such as worship and sacraments as well as teaching, prayer and evangelizing.  

We recognize that we must be active in the full Kingdom of God, which includes Christian education at all levels 
(elementary, secondary and post secondary), and other institutions spanning a wide range of disciplines such as economic (CLAC and CSS), political (CPJ), and health (Shalem).  This further extends to all areas of our lives, including our workplaces (secular and Christian), in our homes and leisure activities.   

We seek to live into this continually through regular prayer and encouragement; through teaching - from Sunday school to bible studies to discussions (currently post church sermon discussion) through long-standing active participation in mission and missionaries; and by striving to be light and salt as we try to live in Jesus' example in all that we do.

Willowdale CRC actively participates in Classis Toronto, and members have historically held positions on committees such as chaplaincy and candidacy. 

Willowdale members were instrumental in founding the Christian elementary school (Willowdale Christian School) beside the church and are involved in the Christian highschool (Toronto District Christian High School).  We also have a long standing relationship with the Institute for Christian Studies.

We have been blessed and able to meet 100% of our obligation for ministry shares.

	Text5: - In 1965, the church was founded as a daughter church of First CRC of Toronto.

- In 1984, our church “birthed” a daughter church, the Community CRC of Richmond Hill;
this resulted in a significant portion of young families leaving Willowdale CRC.

- In 2013, we celebrated 50 years of ministry with many events that brought together current and historical members in a variety of ways.  This culminated with a worship service at which all former pastors were in attendance and we delighted in celebrating God's faithfulness .  
	CulturalChallenges: Christian churches in the 21st century are competing for people's time and attention; there is a growing tide of secularism that does not value faith in God, nor regular participation in His church.  There is also a trend toward greater individualism and materialism which can conflict with discipleship and caring for each other.  

Society does not seek to create relationships within a community as we have seen historically, rather they look to on-line communities or resources to meet their needs and fill their time.  "Church" is found in other places; nature, a podcast or a television/online program.  
	Text6: - Many members regularly serve other members and the community through visits, works of mercy and other types of Christian service.
- Willowdale CRC has been participating with NeighbourLink North York, a nondenominational,
charitable organization supported by several local churches. Through NeighbourLink these local churches provide practical support to North York residents in need.
- Willowdale CRC supports The Lighthouse, a multicultural centre which ministers to refugees. 
- The Spiritual Growth Ministry which seeks to evangelize to and disciple Farsi speaking Christians, including making biblical teaching resources available.
- On Maundy Thursday each year Willowdale participates in worship with three other congregations which rent space in our building.  The churches are Korean (Presbyterian), Russian and Filipino.
- Willowdale CRC leads services once a month at Cheltenham Senior Home, along with other local churches.
- Willowdale CRC hosts and/or participates in World Day of Prayer with churches in our community.

Willowdale CRC's participation in some of the above activities has been suspended/modified due to COVID-19
	Strengths_Gifts: Willowdale CRC is blessed with a congregation of committed Christians who are engaged in Christian service within the church and the community. We have been described by others as welcoming, a “friendly” church, and have fellowship as a larger community through after church coffee and well-attended potluck lunches.  We are committed to enfolding newcomers and providing care to both new and legacy members.

We have a blended worship style that works well for our intergenerational and inter-cultural congregation.

We are committed to Biblical preaching and teaching:  The Word is central to our services, and members of the congregation feel strengthened and encouraged by Biblical preaching.

Our staff and other leaders are gifted people who demonstrate their love for the Lord and His church in their jobs and acts of service.
	Church_Passions: Willowdale CRC is passionate about building relationships (being in fellowship) both with each other and with the Lord.  We dedicate ourselves to ministering to both our traditional founding members and enfolding those that are newer to our community, and those that are of different ethnic backgrounds.  We strive to be intergenerational in our programs.

Regular study of the Bible and the Confessions are a focus of discipleship and encouragement.



	Problems: Changing membership demographic:  over the past 5 years many founding members have moved to retirement communities.  The Lord has blessed Willowdale with new members whose first language is not English and many who are new Christians.  This is creating needs for new programs and challenges in finding new ways of connecting.
For a number of years Willowdale has been discerning, discussing and praying about the frequency of celebration of Communion.  For the past number of years we celebrated monthly (or more depending on the season); but beginning with Advent 2016 we began celebrating Communion weekly.  There is ongoing discussion within the congregation about weekly communion. 
Worshiping and meeting virtually has created barriers to developing, growing and being in community.
Our church building:  The existing facilities do not always meet the needs of our ministry programs.
	ChalleningEvent: Our new members (Iranian, Filipino and others) have created interesting and challenging opportunities in our church life. Each group (those new and traditional) have faith and cultural traditions which need to be shared, honoured and integrated in a meaningful way.  We want to continue to be welcoming in a Christ inspired way.

The change to weekly celebration of Communion (described above).

In June 2018 we completed a two year journey with an Ecclesiastical Program for Ministerial Candidates (EPMC) student who we employed half time as an Intern/youth worker.

The Pandemic has forced us to be creative on how we worship and be in community with each other.
	MajorGoals: Completed and consolidated the results from the "Kitchen Table Visits" (visits with each congregation member) to understand the needs and hopes of our members as well honour the blessings of the past.  From these reports we started Congregational Conversation evenings focused on various topics designed to build community.

Develop/grow leadership skills in a meaningful way so that many members are able to offer their gifts of time and talent.

Continue to explore the inter-cultural opportunities that have been presented to us with our newer members.
