	Liturgy_Worship: The pastor decides the theme of the worship service. The Worship Director selects music according to the message theme and initiates a proposed order of worship. In addition, he coordinates the balance of each week’s worship team consisting of rotating singers, musicians, and technicians.
	Worship_Services: We worship on Sunday mornings. Our worship services are streamed live on different platforms. The worship time lasts about 60-75 minutes and could be characterized as organized but informal. The Lord's Supper is celebrated monthly on a rotating basis. A typical service outline would include the Call to Worship, 2-5 contemporary praise/worship songs placed throughout, dismissal of the children for Kids Connection, scripture or responsive readings, prayer, message, offering, announcements, benediction.
	Discipleship_Practices: A separate worship experience is offered for children from pre-school to 6th grade. There is a GEMS program for elementary age girls and a bi-monthly youth gathering takes place at a local coffee shop.

The Women's Ministry program provides two Bible studies: weekly daytime Coffee Break and a bi-monthly evening Bible study. A discipleship small group meets weekly, a retired men's group meets monthly, and a Bi-monthly Friday night Bible study is available for all. There is an annual Vacation Bible School program for all ages (including adults ).

	Text6: The Associate Pastor (AP) interacts with various social service organizations within the community, both secular and faith based. A number of volunteers participate in the distribution of food and personal care items to these organizations through donations received from a "big-box" store. In addition, the AP serves on the local board for a federal grant program (FEMA) which provides funding for food and shelter programs, a number of which are faith based. The AP also serves as a law enforcement chaplain with 4 local agencies in conjunction with clergy from a variety of Christian churches.
