The capital city, Muscat, will be our home as we immerse ourselves in the beauty of the land and its people.
We will begin our trip by deepening our understanding of Muslim religion/culture and Christian-Muslim
relations and having an overnight retreat at Jebel Shams Mountain, the Grand Canyon of Oman. We will
travel to the historic towns of Al Hamra and Misfat Al Abreen, visit ancient Nizwa Mosque and Fort,
worship at the Protestant Church of Oman, tour Sultan Qaboos’ Grand Mosque, explore the Hindu
Temples, engage in Scriptural Reasoning, shop at local sougs, visit Oman’s National Museum, dine on
traditional Omani fare and take a sunset Dhow cruise around Muscat’s exquisite coastline. Along our way,
we will meet the women of Oman and engage in meaningful dialogue to explore the cultural, religious and
societal similarities and differences between us as women of faith. Finally, we will discuss ways to continue
these important conversations when we return home to our own spiritual communities.

Join us for this once-in-a-lifetime journey as we open our hearts and minds to this magnificent country,
shed our false stereotypes and build deeper respect for Christian-Muslim relations.
